The Royal Canin NZ Dryland Sled Dog 

Championships 

This race will be run over three days, with each day having separate 

sanctioning. The Friday race will be separate from the NZ Dryland Champs, 

and will give mushers a chance to run the trails that will be used for the 

champs. The results from Saturdays Race and Sundays race will be 

combined, with the overall results from both days forming the results for 

the Dryland Champs. 

The trails are typical costal forest terrain – pine needles, gravel, some sand 

etc. Trails are mainly flat with some slight undulations along with some 

long straight sections for all classes. 

Class Distances: 

6 and 4 Dog Rig – 7km 

3 and 4 Dog Rig – 5km 

Single and 2 Dog Scooter – 3.2km 

Canicross – 3.2km 

Juniors – 600mtrs approx

Race Details  

Starting Intervals: 

The starting intervals will be two minutes for the rig racing, thirty seconds for the 2 dog scooter race, 

and thirty seconds for the single dog races. Canicross will be a mass start. Start for the rig race will be in 

class order from smallest to largest. 

Qualifying for NZ Dryland Champs: 

To qualify for the dryland champs, musher must run the same team of dogs in the same class on both 

Saturday and Sunday. Dogs may be dropped as long as the number of dogs left does not fall below class 

minimums. Other dogs may not be substituted into the team. Dogs will be marked for Saturdays race, 

and any dropped or scratched dogs will be marked as such 

Catalogue: 

There will be a catalogue produced for this weekend, please print your dogs names and titles in a clear 
manner to ensure correct spelling.  If you would like to advertise in the catalogue, the cost is $10.00 per 
page. Please contact the race co-ordinator for more details 
 
Prizes, Spot Prizes and Raffles: 

In addition to the Class Prizes, we have some great spot prizes and raffles up for grabs, so please bring 

along some extra cash to be in with a chance! 

Brunch: 

The club will be providing a basic cooked brunch on Saturday and Sunday mornings, including sausages, 

eggs, hash browns, baked beans, toast and cereals. 

Accommodation: 

The club is not organizing accommodation this year due to the location of the event. See later in this

Terms and conditions of entry:  

By signing your entry form you agree to the following. All entry forms must be signed prior to the start 

of racing, or you will not be permitted to compete 

All Vehicles entering the forest must have a current WOF and Registration, minimum Third Party insurance, and for 

all non turbo diesel vehicles, a diesel sock or spark arrester. 

By signing the entry form, mushers give the RGO (Being The Canterbury Sled Dog Club Inc) and their agents the 

rights to use for any purposes any still photographs or video footage taken over the race weekend, along with 

musher names and any musher profile that may be provided. This includes the waiving of any royalties or 

commissions that would otherwise be claimable. 

The RGO advises that as per the NZFSS Race Rules and Procedures (Updated April 2010), Helmets will be 

compulsory in all classes except Canicross. Any musher arriving at the start line without a helmet will not be 

permitted to race. 

Class Changes will only be permitted prior to 12 noon Thursday 8
th

 July 2010 by notification to the Race Manager 

or Race Secretary. The only exception to this will be mushers required to drop down a class due to dog injury or 

illness and is at the discretion of the RGO. 

Due to the Sanctioning Requirements for a Championship Race, other classes will be run on application, but as per 

the approved local rule it is required for the musher requesting the class to provide sufficient proof of experience 

with running the next class size down (such as sanction race results showing completion of races) to the 

satisfaction of the RGO before the class will be offered (e.g. for eight dog class, prior recent sanctioned race 

experience in the six dog class will be required) Requests must be submitted either by email or in writing no later 

than Friday 11
th

 June 2010 to allow time for consideration, and to offer the classes to any additional musher/s who 

are able to meet the requirements 

Dogs must be on a leash or securely restrained at all times, at the race venue and at race headquarters 
 
All dog poo is to be disposed of by owners, all holes filled in, and all rubbish removed from the forest and from 
race headquarters 
 
No dog is permitted into any of the buildings 
 
Do not bring any dog to this event that has been exposed to any contagious disease, particularly kennel cough 
 
The Race Giving Organisation reserves the right to refuse entries 
 
All vehicles must carry a minimum of a 1kg dry powder fire extinguisher when entering the forest 
 
You may go only where directed for races - the rest of the forest is “out of bounds” 
 

I have read and agree to abide by all the conditions set out in this race entry. 

I am familiar with the NZFSS rules and agree to abide by those rules, and to accept the decisions of the 

Race Marshall as final. 

I understand that participating in this activity organised by the Canterbury Sled Dog Club Inc carries with 

it the inherent risk of physical injury, including serious injury such as permanent disability, paralysis and 

even death. In consideration of being allowed to participate in this activity, I hereby agree to release and 

hold harmless the Canterbury Sled Dog Club Inc in the event of my injury.
