All vehicles are to travel with lights on, carry a 2kg fire extinguisher, and first aid kit.

Trails are open, wide, with the occasional incline/decline, and a ford or two. The gravel
tracks are a mixture of river gravels and volcanic rock that can be abrasive to dog paws.

The use of dog booties is recommended.

Helmets are COMPULSORY in ALL classes.

NZFSS rules will be strictly adhered to. They can be viewed on www.nzfss.org.nz (please familiarise

yourself with the rules).

Naked flames are prohibited in the forest at all times.

There will be no smoking in the forest.

There will be no alcohol or drug consumption in the forest at race events.

All dogs must be on lead and under control of the handler at all times.

GNSHC advises that there may be videos and/or still pictures taken during the race weekend. If you

have any objections to yourself or your team/s images being used for any purpose, please advise when

submitting your entry form.

9. GNSHC RGO may make it compulsory for lead dogs of all teams to be attached together by a neckline,
except Single Dog and Single Dog Freight, as it sees fit.

11. Dogs known to show behaviour detrimental to the sport may be banned from competing at the
discretion of the RGO.

12. That you are a current financial member of a club recognized by the NZFSS, or alternatively have paid
for a temporary membership to GNSHC for the duration of this event.
